When G. Nguyen, a monk at a small temple in Orange County, found out he was positive for hepatitis B virus (HBV) after 

attending a free hepatitis screening event, he feared for his life because with limited health care access and little financial 

resources for medical expenses, he had no means of getting the appropriate medical care or hepatitis medication. Since he got

members followed-up with him one month later to see if he needed further assistance.  During the follow-up, he expressed to 

VACF his fear and anxiety with the disease, and stated that he had no insurance and limited funds.  VACF staff set forth to link 

him to a low-cost community clinic and a local Hepatitis Support Group.   

Hepatitis B and C infection are some of the greatest health disparities that the Vietnamese community faces.  For the 

Vietnamese community, the main form of transmission is through birth, when the mother passes on the virus to the infant.  

Since hepatitis B and C can exist in the body for years or decades without any symptoms, it is sometime difficult to identify 

unless a blood test is given.   

Hepatitis in the Vietnamese Community

The infection rate for HBV within the Vietnamese population is about 10%, which is 10 times 

higher than in the general U.S. population.  The infection rate for hepatitis C virus (HCV) is about 

5-8% of the Vietnamese population as compared to 1.1% for the general U.S. population.  With 

barriers such as language, fear and shame, poverty, lack of knowledge and in-language 

information many Vietnamese are unable to access medical care in a timely manner to treat 

their viral hepatitis infection and prevent liver cancer.  For more information about the hepatitis

2010 Orange County Community Indicators Report released 

The Children and Families 
Commission of Orange 
County, the County of 
Orange and the Orange 
County Business Council 
released the 2010 
Community Indicators report 
at the Orange County Board 
of Supervisors meeting. The 
annual report tracks quality 
of life issues including 
hǊŀƴƎŜ /ƻǳƴǘȅΩǎ ōǳǎƛƴŜǎǎ 
climate, community health, 
education, and public safety.  

The far-reaching impacts of 
the economic recession are 
beginning to show in the 
trend report that chronicles 
the health of Orange County. 
However, some indicators 
reveal a silver lining: 

Housing affordability 
improved for the third year 
in a row meaning that more 
first-time buyers can afford a 
home in Orange County

and household hazardous 
waste production reached 
the lowest level in a decade. 
Water consumption fell  in 
spite of prolonged drought 
conditions. 

Still, Orange County has felt 
the effects of the economic 
recession: 

Welfare enrollment 
grew by 13% 

43% of students are 
eligible for free/reduced
-price school meals - an 
increase of 8% in one 
year 

Rail ridership declined 
for the first time in 10 
years

business climate ranking 
continues to fall, now in the 
bottom half of 200 metro 
areas compared.  The 2010 
report takes advantage of 
having 10-years of data, 

featuring a decade in review 
that examines key long-term 
trends such as changing 
demographics, narrowing 
achievement gaps, falling 
crime, and fewer deaths due 
to heart disease and cancer. 
A sustainability indicator 
places the county as a leader 
in green jobs, but suggests 
there is room for 
improvement in renewable 
energy development.
